Each basic unit combines
hand and foot movement into a harmonious sthana (posture) and chari (gait), that visually appeals
to the audience wherever he or she may be sitting. Each dance unit, according to the ancient text,
is best performed to certain recitation of mnemonic syllables and mucisal beat. A series of karana
form a jati, formalized originally as an oral tradition through Sanskrit mnemonics, later written,
and these form the foundation of what is performed in nritta sequence of Kuchipudi.

Thereafter comes the nritya, the expressive part called abhinaya, and this is the heart of the
play. The actor-dancer uses hand mudras and facial expressions inspired by the sign language in
ancient Sanskrit texts, with an exacting footwork, to communicate the underlying story to the
audience. A solo play or solo part of the performance is called a Shabdam, and this may be set to
a poem, a verse or a prose. A varnam combines dance with mime in order to draw out and express
the rasa (emotional state), and this can be solo or group. Parts set to poetry that are love lyrics or
express deeper sentiments are called a padam, and this part constitutes expressing the emotional,
the allegorical and the spiritual aspects of the play.
